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Pedestrianisation - Media Muddles 
Elements of the media have  
recently picked up on the current 
discussions taking place  
concerning Hamilton Road and 
pedestrianisation.  
 
They have selected past comments and 
other sources to run headline articles on 
the  subject and perhaps have confused 
or misled some of the public in the      
process. The Chamber's position is quite 
simple and neutral.  As a member of the 
Safer Neighbourhoods Community Task-
ing Group we have engaged in discussion 
regarding the traffic problems in Hamilton 
Road. The number of vehicles parking on 
the double lines seems to increase      
despite enforcement by the Police.      
Despite three car parks within 2 minutes 
walk of the town being available, this 
growing situation is dangerous to say    
the least.  
 
Solutions to the problem of course include 
permanent pedestrianisation and here the 
Chamber has been commissioned by the 
Tasking Group to carry out an official   
survey of all traders in the town (Hamilton 
Road, The Triangle & Orwell Road) to 
seek views on how to resolve the problem 
and whether pedestrianisation would be 
supported. Any scheme being    

implemented would have to take into    
consideration access for the elderly and 
disabled as well as deliveries to stores (as 
many do not have rear access). Further 
discussion will follow the results of our 
survey and consultation will be necessary 
with the public and residents before going 
forward. Hopefully this clarifies the current 
position as far as the Chamber is         
concerned. We have certainly not picked 
up the phone and declared that       
pedestrianisation is a forgone conclusion. 
It is a solution that may resolve the prob-
lem if  others do not. What we do need 
however is to remove the growing dangers 
of congestion and illegal parking in the 
town, so that shoppers and traders alike 
can go about their business in the       
safest environment possible. Please do let 
us have your views.
